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NORTHLAND PUBLIC ART
Waka and Wave (2001-2006)

Sculpture by Chris Booth and Te Warihi Hetaraka,
Whangarei Town Basin.

Whangarei's Waka and Wave sculpture is a
pioneering piece of art both in its conception and
in its innovative engineering. Maori master carver
Te Warihi Hetaraka and internationally-renowned
New Zealand sculptor Chris Booth came together to create a powerful
expression of two cultures converging. As the wooden Waka is carved out of
stone and the water is made of rock, in this work things which are transient
are given permanence. This piece reflects Northland’s natural landform,
spiritual values and commercial heritage.

Kawakawa Public Toilets (1998)
Designed by Friedensreich

Hundertwasser (1928-2000), Kawakawa.

This building is the only Hundertwasser structure
in the Southern Hemisphere, and the last major
project ever undertaken by the famous Austrian
artist and designer, who made Northland his home
in the 1970s.This functional building doubles up as a work of art and embraces
organic form and environmental principles of architecture. Its unruly, brightly
coloured design integrates recycled materials such as bottle glass windows, a
grass roof and a living tree.

Rainbow Warrior Memorial (1988 — 1990)
Sculpture by Chris Booth,

Matauri Bay, at hilltop.

Created by sculptor Chris Booth between 1988 and
1990, the Rainbow Warrior memorial at Matauri Bay was
commissioned by Ngati Kura and New Zealand China
Clays to commemorate the bombing of the Rainbow
Warrior by French agents in 1985.This large-scale
sculptural installation is at once graceful in shape and
powerful in symbolism. It overlooks Motutapere Island where the Rainbow
Warrior now rests on the sea bed.
